A Hedgehog and other wildlife friendly garden

A hedgehog / wildlife friendly garden contains the following:

· Herbs to attract bees and hoverflies.

· Local stone crazy paving, with insects in cracks.

· Cottage garden flowers attract bees, hoverflies and butterflies.

· Ideal nesting site under shed.

· Organic compost bins make nesting sites.

· Pea and strawberry netting fixed above hedgehog height.

· Brambles and nettles attract caterpillars and make nest sites.

· Bog and marsh, with other wild habitats.

· Corn field annuals attract insects.

· Hedgehog feeding station by French window.

· Barbeque rather than open fire.

· Bird table encourages birds and wildlife.

· Half grapefruit skins collect slugs and snails.

· Beer trap collects slugs and snails around lettuce.

· Incinerator burns garden waste.

· Natural pond with shallow sides.

· Woodland flower area.

· Meadow flowers and grasses are food plant for caterpillars and many insects.

· Oak woodland and hedgehog houses.

· Mixed hedge of nature trees and bushes.

· Shrubbery, including buddleia to attract bees and butterflies.

· Hedgehog pond ramps fixed to pond.

· Old logs attract insects and fungi.

· Lawn for hedgehogs to catch worms.

· Dry stone walling is home to insects and lizards.

· Separate pond for fish as they consume much of the natural flora and fauna.
